A message for all 9th grade City Academy students and their parents:  

This message is to notify you that your student will be taking the EXPLORE assessment on the morning of Oct. 13. This is a 
late start day for other students, so please be aware that your 9th grade student will be expected to be here by 8:00 a.m.
The EXPLORE assessment is the first part of a series of college readiness exams that City Academy will be offering to our 
students.  This is a pilot year for using the ACT college readiness assessments. We plan to administer the PLAN to all 10th 
grade students and the ACT to all 11th grade students in the spring.

All 9th grade students will be completing the non-cognitive section in advisory on Oct. 7th.
For more information about this assessment, please see the following:

  The EXPLORE® program is a curriculum-based assessment program designed to help
  8th- and 9th-grade students gain an understanding of their readiness for college, make the
  most of their opportunities in high school and beyond, and guide them as they start
  thinking about future educational and career planning. Like all the assessment programs
  offered by ACT, EXPLORE is based on the belief that young people—and their parents,
  teachers, counselors, and school administrators—will make more productive plans and
  decisions if they have organized, relevant information available when they need it most.

  EXPLORE assesses academic progress, provides an early indicator of college readiness,
  helps students understand and begin to explore the wide range of career options open to
  them, and assists them in developing a high school coursework plan that prepares them to
  achieve their post-high school goals. EXPLORE functions as an independent program or
  as the entry measure of academic progress in the series of longitudinal assessments that
  constitute a component of the ACT College Readiness System

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A student may be excused by a parent for an absence from a class for up to 3 Absences per quarter, without additional 
documentation to verify the reasons for the absence. If a parent wishes to excuse an absence that has not been pre-approved, 
the parent must submit the “Request for Parental Excusal of Absence” form to the school office, not more than 4 school days 
after the last day of the absence.  Requests received more than 4 school days after the last day of the absence may be denied 
except for approved extenuating circumstances.

Additional absences for valid reasons may be accepted as excused on the production of supporting documentation:

Reason for absence Documentation required 
Illness, hospitalization, dental work or other health concern Letter from medical provider

Participation in legal proceeding Letter from court official

Death in the family Letter from parent

Participation in sports, music, drama etc at a representative or elite level 
(activities not sponsored by City Academy)

Letter from coach, director etc

Other emergencies or issues Case-by –case basis, with appropriate documentation

Per IEP or other accommodation plan Letter from parent; approval of Educational Support Services coordinator

A student arriving in class before the end of the class period will be marked as late to that period.  A parent may 
excuse a late arrival to a class period a maximum of 3 occasions in a quarter.  Excusal of late arrival must be made 
within one day of the lateness.

    PSAT Exam October 13th

The PSAT/NMSQT (Preliminary SAT/ National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test) will be given to some 10th 
and 11th grade students on Wednesday, October 13, at 8:05 a.m. Participation is voluntary. This will be a late 
start day for all other students, except the 9th grade. The regular school day will begin at 9:55.

The PSAT gives students preparation to take college entrance exams. Students can utilize information from 
their scores to improve their future performance on the SAT or ACT. 11th grade students exceeding state 
qualification requirements will receive National Merit Scholarships.  

Practice test booklets are available in the guidance office. Students should come notify me of their intent to 
take the exam A.S.A.P.  We will be doing a preliminary activity during advisory on September 30th to fill out 
the logistical preliminary questions.

If you have any questions, please contact me.   Also, please be aware all 11th grade students will be taking the 
ACT on March 1st at City Academy.
